Realise that God will judge both good and evil in our life.

Know that God will judge the moral quality of every person’s life.

How strange it is that people spend their lives strivingrtd foy and fulfilment, the very things that
God will give to us freely when we seek His will for our lives.

The deep desire to continue to exist, that God has put in us wherveva physical life that is slowly
deteriorating and eventually dies, has a great purpose.
